They are recommended for use where extra length is
required, i.e. when the joint between outlet and pipework is likely to be cast within the concrete slab, or where a Two Way outlet 
is to be connected directly to “O” Ring socketed PVC pipework. The standard length of a Caroflow adaptor is 300mm, but longer
lengths can be produced to order.

Accessories
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Kombi Terrace Grate
The Caroflow “Kombi” Terrace Grate is for use with
both sizes of circular EASITRIM Extension Rings,
where brick paviours, paving slabs, etc are detailed.
The grate design allows for rotation through 
90 degrees to allow positioning to surrounding
paviours/slabs.

All grates and rings are available in either LM6
Aluminium Silicon casting alloy to BS EN 1706:2010 or
leaded gunmetal to BS EN 1982:2008.

The detail to the left is an example of the use of the
CAROFLOW “Kombi” Terrace Grate and the extension
ring (after trimming to correct height). Please note
that, if a sand bedding is used, a proprietary brand of
filter paper will be required to ensure that no sand
enters the outlet through the extension ring.

Support Plate
If Caroflow outlets are to be used on a metal deck
construction then the use of the Caroflow Support
Plate is recommended.

It is designed to provide a solid and secure area upon
which the outlet can be installed.

Manufactured from 1.5mm steel sheet the support
plate can either be powder coated or painted in red
oxide.

Discharge Spouts
Caroflow Discharge Spouts are manufactured in either
LM6 Aluminium Silicon casting alloy to BS EN
1706:2010 or leaded gunmetal to BS EN 1982:2008 and
are sized for direct connection to either 75mm or
100mm Caroflow Threaded Adaptors or uPVC Soil
Pipe to BSEN 1566:2004.

The discharge pipe from the outlet is installed so that it
projects from the vertical wall/parapet by 40mm.

The spout is offered onto the pipe so that the fixing
ears can be marked and plugs drilled then the sealing
O Ring that is supplied with the spout is ‘rolled’ onto
the projecting pipe.

The spout can now be re-offered and, as the spout is
forced down the pipe, the ring rolls and forms a
watertight seal.

Connections and Drainage Areas

PVC – All Caroflow Vertical Spigot, Gulley Spigot and Balcony
Spigot outlets (excluding 50mm size) will connect directly to
BS 4514:2001 “O” ring socketed PVC pipework. Where
connections have to be made to some 45 degree or 90 degree
Spigot outlets, use should be made of a proprietary Heat
Shrink adaptors or specialist adaptor couplings.

A simpler and more secure alternative is to use a Caroflow
Threaded adaptor with any Caroflow Threaded outlet.

Cast Iron – All Caroflow Spigot Outlets are sized for direct
connection to leading socketless and socketed cast iron
systems to BS416:1990 or BS EN 877:1999. Spigot and socket
systems must be jointed according to manufacturers
recommendations.

Screw Threaded Steel – All Caroflow threaded connection
outlets are manufactured with BS21 female parallel screwed
sockets, for direct connection to tube to BS EN 10226:2005.

These tubes are pre-screwed with male taper threads to
BS21 and provide total gas tight security.

Aluminium – All Caroflow Spigot outlets will connect directly
to aluminium pipes and fittings from leading aluminium pipe
manufacturers, using their standard fittings/couplings.

Copper – Only Caroflow Gunmetal outlets should be used for
connection to copper pipework. Spigot outlets should be
brazed directly to the copper tube. Threaded outlets should
make use of a proprietary adaptor, i.e. Yorkshire Imperial
Male Iron to Copper adaptor No. 3.

The above flow rates should be used as a guide only. Each drainage area will have individual
features that may influence overall flow characteristics.

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Caroflow Roof Drainage Flow Rates – BS EN 12056-3:2000 (Gravity drainage systems inside buildings – Part 3: Roof
drainage, layout and calculation) now specifically limits the drainage capacity that can be used to calculate areas to be drained,
so as to prevent siphonic action that may damage internal pipework. Physical testing of all our outlets has shown that the
below rates and areas are lower than results that have been seen from this testing.

Connections – The Caroflow range of roof outlets is extensive and has been designed to allow connection to most proprietary
brands of pipework. Each outlet page details the connections that are applicable to it and should be cross referenced with the
information below.



Roof Outlets
Typical Details
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Caroflow Roof Outlets provide a watertight connection between the roofing membrane and drainage pipework, thereby
removing the problem of water penetrating the roof at this critical point. They give a ready made, engineered sump that is

mechanically sealed to the roof waterproofing membrane and then connect that sump to the pipework, without a break. All
Caroflow outlets follow the same principle and are ideally suited to all membranes from traditional 3-layer felt, asphalt and

copper (or lead clad) to todays high performance single ply membranes. Some examples of their use are detailed below.

• Grout outlet body into pre-formed hole,
within slab, ensuring that flange is set
at minimum screed level.

• Lay screed to correct falls to finish
level with outlet flange.

• Treat outlet flange and mouth with
suitable bitumen-based primer and
add isolating membrane prior to
dressing in of two layer mastic asphalt.

• Whilst second layer is still pliable
insert clamping ring into position and
tighten down. Trim off excess length of
stud before securing grating.

• (If grating is required to accept
downpipe from upper level, the
relevant section should be cut away to
allow downpipe into outlet mouth).

• Secure lower pipework to outlet spigot.

45 degree Threaded with CAROFLOW adaptor – Warm Roof

• Connect required length of threaded
steel tube (or CAROFLOW adaptor for
PVC pipework) to Two Way outlet and
place assembly into junction between
horizontal and vertical surfaces.

• Ensure that horizontal flange is
positioned level with finished screed
and vertical flange to be level with wall

surface. Ensure minimal drainage fall
away from outlet into pipework.

• Lay screed to correct falls to finish
level with outlet flange.

• Dress 3 layer felt into outlet mouth,
insert clamping ring and tighten down
whilst still pliable.

• Trim off excess stud lengths and
secure grating into position.

• Grout outlet body into pre-formed hole
within slab, ensuring that flange is set
at minimum screed level

• Lay screed to correct falls to finish
level with outlet flange

• Treat outlet flange and mouth with
suitable bitumen-based primer and
add isolating membrane prior to
dressing in of two layer mastic asphalt.

• Whilst second layer is still pliable
insert clamping ring into position and
tighten down.

• Lay insulation board leaving circular
hole sized to accept Extension Ring.

• Secure Extension Ring and grating and
lay 20mm minimum diameter washed
ballast.

• Connect pipework to outlet spigot.

• Position outlet body (with CAROFLOW
Threaded adaptor already connected)
into pre-formed hole within roof deck
and secure to timber spacers through
outlet flange.

• Lay vapour barrier up and over into
outlet mouth and place rigid insulation
board into position.

• Dress three layer felt into outlet mouth,
insert clamping ring and tighten down.

• Secure grating into clamping ring.
